	Activities


	OPENER: I was privileged to accompany one of my students when she became a new citizen of the U.S. (I share my thoughts and feelings about the honor, the atmosphere, and the joy.) HANDOUT: We will look over and discuss the rights and responsibilities as stated. VOCABULARY; Discuss and define words, talk about grammatical areas that occur with the words, and students will copy into vocabulary-section new words. READ: We will read together the story of the immigrant.  WRITE: The students will dictate a simple synopsis of the story to the teacher and /or the tutor. These stories will be copied, and read together as a class. ROLE-PLAY: Becoming a citizen from obtaining materials to taking the Oath.    GUEST: Someone who is a new citizen to share with the class.

DISCUSSION: Questions, comments, ideas, concerns.

GAME:  Citizen Question Bee.  Divide class into two groups. One answer questions are asked. Student left standing is the winner, and receives a small American flag.

	Teacher-observation. The number of students willing to step-up, and check out the naturalization process and procedures is one observable act. Also the dictation activity shows understanding of lesson.
