Unsent Letters 

Purpose: 
To help students write about topics in a more thoughtful way and to add variety to their writ-
ing assignments. 
 
Procedure: 
In this writing to learn activity students enter a role play situation in which they respond to 
the material being studied in the lesson by writing letters. The activity requires the use of 
imagination and often requires students to engage in interpretive and evaluative thinking. 
The letters may be written to a historical figure, a famous person, or someone in the stu-
dent’s life. The letters should reflect the students’ understanding of the material being stud-
ied.
